2. LAND

The nature reserve known as Watts Bank (see attached map, area marked in red)

3. LICENCE PERIOD

October 1st 2006 – March 31st 2007

4. PAYMENT

There will be a single payment by the licensor of £28 at the end of the grazing period. 

5. FENCES

The Licensee will be responsible for ensuring all their stock are retained within the Licence area, and will be responsible for any loss or damage caused by stock straying. The Licensee will make good any damage caused to the fences during the exercise of this Licence.

6. AGREED MANAGEMENT

The land will be managed by grazing, by sheep.

Grazing: the site maybe grazed between October 1st  2006 and March 31st 2007, either for a 6 week period using 20-25 animals or for 4 weeks using 30-35 animals. All stock must be removed by the end of March 2007. Care should be taken to avoid poaching of land in wet weather, removing stock if necessary. Stock treated with single doses or drenches of Ivermectin (or other Avermectin based products) should not be put on the land until a month after treatment.

a) Cultivation: no cultivation of any kind will take place.

b) Manures, fertilizers, sprays: There will be no application of inorganic fertilizers to the land.

c) Supplementary feeding: no supplementary feeding is permitted on site, except the use of mineral blocks.

7. WELFARE OF STOCK

The Licensee undertakes to graze their stock in accordance with the Agricultural (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1968 and the Welfare of Livestock Regulations 1990. If it is believed poor livestock husbandry is being practised this Licence will be revoked.

8. VEHICLES

Care should be taken to avoid any damage to the site by vehicles. Any damage should be made good.

9. SUBLETTING

The Licensee is not to assign, sub let or hire any rights. The Licence is personal to the Licensee.

10. OCCUPATION

This Licence does not confer exclusive rights to the land, but is expressly subject to the right of the Berkshire, Buckinghamshire and Oxfordshire Wildlife Trust and its agents, invitees or servants to use the land for other management, monitoring or publicity purposes as it may require.

11. LOSS OR INJURY

The Licensor shall not be responsible for any loss or injury of any livestock on the land, in particular as a result of eating any poisonous plant.

12. INDEMNITY

The Licensee is to indemnify the Licensor against any claims for loss, damage or injury arising out of, or in any way connected with, the agreed management as detailed in section 6.

13. SHOOTING

The Licensee undertakes not to kill, shoot or disturb any game or wildlife.

14. TERMINATION

The Licensee agrees that on the termination of the Licence, to peacefully vacate and remove any stock, leaving the land in a clean and tidy condition. 

15. BREACH OF TERMS

If there shall be any breach of terms of this Licence by the Licensee, the Licensor reserves the right to determine this Licence forthwith.
